Measles (MMR) Vaccine Reminder

There remains an increasing number of people with measles in Birmingham. Most of
these are young children who have not had their MMR (measles) vaccine, although
the numbers of adults getting measles is also increasing now too.

Measles is a highly infectious disease, which can be very serious. Two doses of the
MMR vaccine i the best protection against measles. Over 80% of Birmingham
children and adults have had the MMR vaccine. We need everyone protected.

The MMR vaccine is safe for every faith. There is a type of MMR vaccine that does not
contain pork gelatine, so it can be used for people who do not touch any pork
products. This vaccine is available at every GP practice, and it is free.

Please contact your GP to book an appoi for Measles (MMR)

Children and adults can catch up on any missed vaccines. Children should have the
first dose at 1 year old and the second dose at 3 years and 4 months old. Two doses
of the MMR can provide life-long immunity.

Up to a third to half of those with measles have been very ill and had to be admitted to
hospital - this disrupts learning or work, and some people will suffer long-term effects
from getting measles. Please ensure you and your loved ones are vaccinated this,
Easter.

Eseploitation

Children and young people can be exploited in many ways, including being trafficked, sexually
exploited and used to run drugs. All of these come under the banner or child exploitation.
This is a very real issue in our local area!

Definition of child exploitation:

Child exploitation is when someone uses a child for financial gain, sexual gratification, labour or
personal advantage. Using cruel and violent treatment fo force a child in such activities of ten leads
1o physical and emotional harm to the child, to the detriment of their physical and mental health,
education, and moral or social development.

“The exploitation of children can take a number of different forms and perpetrators may subject
children and young people to multiple forms of abuse at the same time, such as criminal exploitation
(including county lines) and sexual exploitation.” The Home Office (2022)

Child Criminal Exploitation:

This ‘occurs where an individual or group takes advantage of an imbalance of power to coerce,
manipulate or deceive a child into taking part in ...criminal activity, in exchange for something the
victim needs or wants, and/or for the financial advantage or increased status of the perpetrator or
facilitator and/or through violence or the threat of violence'. (Keeping Children Safe in Education)
County Lines

County Lines are illegal drug dealing networks between large urban centres, small towns and rural
locations. Children and young people are coerced, using intimidation, blackmail and violence to
transport and sell drugs, cash and weapons across the country via dedicated mobile phone lines which
may be referred fo as deal lines.

Child exbloitation is when someone uses a child for financial aain. sexual

Spotting the Signs of Child Exploitation:
A child/young person who is being exploited might exhibit some of these signs...
- Persistently going missing from school or home, or being found out of area
- Unexplained acquisition of money, clothes or mobile phones
- Receiving texts or phone calls
- Relationships with controlling, older individuals or gang association
- Leaving home without explanation
- Suspicion of self-harm, physical assault, or unexplained injuries
- Parental concerns
- Significant changes in emotional wellbeing
- Significant decline in school performance
